1. The LICENSOR undertakes to:


1.1. return one copy of the ARTICLE with corrections, if there are any, by ________. In the event no notice is received concerning the corrections in 10 working days from the day of signing this Agreement, the LICENSOR shall be considered to have consented to the publication of the ARTICLE with the corrections made by the editors;


1.2. limit the amount of corrections to no more than 5 % of the body of the text;


1.3. compensate additional costs incurred by the LICENSEE due to major changes made in the ARTICLE by the LICENSOR.
2. The LICENSOR grants the LICENSEE the following property rights to the ARTICLE: 


2.1. to publish the ARTICLE in the research magazine of Vilnius University ACTA PAEDAGOGICA VILNENSIA;


2.2. to distribute copies of the issue of the magazine containing the ARTICLE;

2.3. to publish the ARTICLE in different databases. This right includes the LICENSEE‘s right to make the data of the ARTICLE (metadata, content, summary, annotation) public in the intranet and the LICENSEE’s database portals, accessible through different search engines, namely, in: C.E.E.O.L, EBSCO, MLA International Bibliography etc.
3. Validity of the Licence:

3.1. The licence shall be effective on the territory of any State during the entire period of validity of the property rights as prescribed by law; 

3.2. during the first three years of validity the licence shall be exclusive, while during the remaining period of validity  it shall be non-exclusive. The LICENSEE shall be entitled to transfer the property rights or sub-licence part thereof to database developers or other holders of the rights to databases.

4. The LICENSOR represents and warrants that: 
4.1. the ARTICLE has been created independently as a result of the LICENSOR’s original creative activity and that no property rights of any third parties have been violated in its creation and transfer of the rights thereto, including copyright or other intellectual property rights held hereby; 
4.2. the attached manuscript of the ARTICLE is suitable for printing and publication subject to the corrections as instructed by the LICENSOR.
5.  The LICENSOR shall be entitled to 1 free copy of the research magazine ACTA PAEDAGOGICA VILNENSIA containing the ARTICLE to be obtained from the LICENSEE. 

6. The Agreement has been executed in two counterparts of equal legal power each, one counterpart for each signing party.

7. Disputes concerning this Agreement shall be resolved by mutual consent of the parties or in judicial proceedings in accordance with the law of the Republic of Lithuania.
