Pratarme

Vientisumo S$io numerio publikacijoms teikia sovietmecio tyrimy laukas — dau-
gumoije straipsniy ir visose keturiose recenzijose in corpore permastomi priklau-
somybés mety kultturos identifikacijos modeliai. IS laiko distancijos sovietmecio
problematika naujai konceptualizuojama, individualus tyrimai atskleidzia kont-
roversiskg sovietmecio literattiros prigimtj. Teoriniame straipsnyje Dalia Sat-
kauskyté kiirybiskai diagnozuoja Ezopo kalbos sudétinguma ir pateikia patrauk-
liy argumenty, kodél ja galima tirti komunikacijos, semiotikos ir literatiros so-
ciologijos aspektais ir kaip juos tarpusavyje derinti.

Universalaus talento poetui Marcelijui Martinaiciui Siemet buty suéje 80
mety. Akvilé Réklaityté straipsnyje sinergiska antraste ,,Marcelijaus Martinaicio
kultairos ,meistravimas‘ pasitelkia poetinés antropologijos prieigg, konceptua-
liai susiejancia j visuma poeto biografija, poezija, es¢, fokloro pazinima, kulta-
rine elgseng, estetikos proverzius buityje (gimtojo namo perstatymas, marguciy
dazymas). Antropologinis aspektas leidzia iSrySkinti Martinai¢io kaip kurybi-
nés asmenybés mastg ir vientisuma. Gintaré Bernotiené, analizuodama Juditos
Vaicitnaités jtraukima j sovietinés literatiiros kanona, svarbiu démeniu laiko
jos poezijos vertimy i rusy kalbg permainingg istorija. Straipsnio autoré kuria
intriga gausiai cituodama anksciau neviesinta epistoliarika, kuri atskleidzia ku-
luarines literatiirinio gyvenimo jdomybes.

Literatirology akiratyje atsidiire kai kurie rasytojai ktré ir vélyvojo soviet-
mecio, ir atkurtos nepriklausomybés metais. Dalios Jakaités straipsnio centras —
egzistencializmo kaip alternatyvaus, nekonjunktarisko biivio pasireiskimai dviejy
dramatisko likimo poety kuryboje. Vaidoto Daunio ir Valdo Gedgaudo egzisten-
cinis pasaulévaizdis, eschatologiné laiko traktuoté eksplikuojami ir kitiems tos
kartos poetams. Straipsniy skiltj uzdaro retokai pasitaikanti teatrologiné publi-
kacija — Ausra Gudaviciuté svarsto, kaip teoriniai ir praktiniai poetinés dramos
principai transformuojami Siuolaikinése sceninése reprezentacijose.

»opus magnum® Tarp estetikos ir politikos: Lietuviy literatiira sovietmeciu Marijus
Sidlauskas teigia, kad tokie darbai turéty padéti i¥gyti nuo istoriniy kompleksuy,
nors straipsniy metodologinése prieigose jzvelgia gerokai per daug (neo)mark-
sistinio raugo ir vertybinio reliatyvizmo bei vertinimo disproporcijy. Sios kolek-
tyvinés monografijos antrasté, kaip ir istoriko Ivanausko veikalas, turi politikos
sanda, bet visgi kiirybos permastyma literatiirologai tebelaiko svarbia priederme.

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Foreword

This issue is unified by a focus on research into the Soviet period — most of
the articles and all four reviews in corpore offer reassessments of the models of
cultural identification that existed during the period of occupation. The distance
of time makes it possible to conceptualise the Soviet era in new ways, with
individual studies revealing the controversial nature of Soviet-era literature. Dalia
Satkauskyté’s theoretical article offers a creative diagnosis of the complexity of
Aesopic language, presenting convincing arguments for how it can be studied
in terms of communication, semiotics, and literary sociology, and how these
approaches can complement one another.

This year the universally talented poet Marcelijus Martinaitis would have
turned eighty. With the synergistic title “Marcelijus Martinaitis’s Cultural
Crafting,” Akvilé Réklaityté’s article draws on poetic anthropology to integrate
the poet’s biography, poetry, essays, folkloric knowledge, cultural stance, and
aesthetic explorations in daily life (his reconstruction of the home in which he was
born, his painting of Easter eggs) into a conceptual whole. An anthropological
approach allows her to focus on the scale and consistency of the poet as a cultural
figure. In her analysis of how Judita Vai¢iunaité came to be included in the Soviet
literary canon, Gintaré Bernotiené reveals the complex history of translations
of this poet’s work into Russian as a significant phenomenon. Using extensive
quotes from previously unpublished correspondence, the author of the article
weaves a suspense story that exposes the wonders of the literary world.

Some of the writers discussed by literary scholars in this issue of Colloquia
wrote during both the late Soviet period and after the restoration of the country’s
independence. Dalia Jakaité’s article centers around existentialism as an alternative,
counter-cultural mode of being in the work of two poets who met dramatic fates.
Vaidotas Daunys’s and Valdas Gedgaudas’s existential worldviews and eschatological
treatments of time in this article are explained and applied with regards to other
poets of that generation. This section of the journal wraps up with a rare appearance
of theatre criticism: Ausra Gudavicitté considers how theoretical and practical
dramatic principles are transformed in contemporary stage productions.

Reda Pabarciené continues a discussion, initiated during Neringa Markevi-
Ciené’s dissertation defense, about the opportunities offered by contemporary

textology.
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It is symptomatic that in recent years both literary and historical scholars
have been directing their research at analogous phenomena of the same historical
period — state-sponsored writers — with historians paying more attention to the
state’s political project and creative workers’attitude toward it, rather than the works
themselves. Elena Baliutyté’s review is notable for its incisive literary reading of
the historian Vilius Ivanauskas’s monograph Jréminta tapatybé: Lietuvos rasytojai
tauty draugystés imperijoje (Framed Identity: Lithuanian Writers Within the
Empire of National Friendship). In his review of a recent magnum opus produced
by Lithuanian literary scholars — Tarp estetikos ir politikos: Lietuviy literatiira
sovietmeciu (Between Aesthetics and Politics: Lithuanian Literature of the Soviet
Period) — Marius Sidlauskas argues that, although these kinds of studies should
help promote healing from historical hang-ups, the methodological approaches
used include too much (neo)Marxism, relativist values, and unbalanced
assessments. Like the historian Ivanauskas’s work, this collective monograph’s
subtitle has a political texture; nevertheless, literature scholars consider this kind
of rethinking as their primary, and very important, duty.

Solveiga Daugirdaité’s study Svysteléjo kaip meteoras. 1965-ieji su Simone
de Beauvoir ir Jeanu Pauliu Sartre’'u, (Like a Meteor Flash: 1965 with Simone
de Beauvoir and Jean Paul Sartre), reviewed by Donata Mitaité, powerfully
demonstrated that, thanks to careful restoration work, a single event — the short
week-long visit of the French intellectual couple in the summer of 1965 — can
activate broad contexts and help sketch out a portrait of the Soviet elite.

In the traditional “Discussion” section, Laura Laurusaité interviews a member
of Latvian Academy of Sciences, the comparativist and multidisciplinary scholar
Benedicts Kalnacs, who talks about cooperation between Baltic literary scholars,

methodological fashions, his Latvian colleagues’ research, and Latvian mentality.
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
